A Letter of Commitment
We, the presidents of Arizona’s three state universities, ASU, NAU and UA, hereby express our combined commitment to address high risk drinking on our respective campuses. In addition, we will encourage and support the continued collaboration of our campus and community partnerships in their efforts to address this problem. We support the development and implementation of a Statewide Prevention Initiative funded by a $250,000.00 grant from the U.S. Department of Education.

Activities to be included:

· Quarterly publishing of state and local Alcohol and Other Drug law enforcement information, as well as campus Alcohol and Other Drug policies in all three college newspapers: the UA Daily Wildcat, the ASU State Press, and the NAU Lumberjack

· A media campaign reflecting the healthy trends related to alcohol use among Arizona’s university students

· Development of mini-grant programs to fund student initiated, alcohol free events on all three campuses

· Development and implementation of a program to eliminate the posting of bar and alcohol promotions on classroom corkboards

· Production and distribution of a semi-annual newsletter for parents of undergraduates to address normative behavior, alcohol policies and community expectations for behavioral standards related to alcohol use

· A statewide training for campus/community partnerships with a focus on coalition building and maintenance
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
